1. Home teams shown first.

2.  Teams to be of 4 men and 4 ladies.

3 To avoid defaults members of other clubs may be utilised but points will not be awarded 

      for games involving these players. Wildcards must be used for unaffiliated players.

4. Team members to consist of players over the age of 35.

5. Teams to be open to any grade of past/present interclub players ie no grade restriction.

6. All matches best of 2 sets tiebreaker at one all. Combines played first.

7. Play will commence at 2.00pm or as scheduled on the draw.

8. Clubs shall make at least 2 courts per team available.

9. Two pairs of new balls shall be supplied by each team unless mutual agreement is reached between Captains for a lesser number.

10. Rained out matches will be a draw.

11. Team sheets must be fully completed before any match is commenced.

12. If a team is one player short those 2 matches will be defaulted but the tie can still proceed 

and the opposing team must be notified the previous evening. If 2 players are missing the team must default and and the opposing team notified the previous evening and a scoresheet sent to the recorder.

13. Team lists of players in playing order must be forwarded to the recorder, due after the second tie of the round.

14. The winning team only must forward a completed results sheet to the recorder,
