Youth Grade Competition Rules 2011/12
1. Play singles and doubles. Doubles to be played in singles order (1&2, 3&4).

2. Games are first to 9 (winning by 2 games) with tiebreaker at 8 all.

3. 4 new or good used balls shall be supplied and used by each team.

4. There must be an adult supervisor from each club at each venue.

5. Matches commence Friday 6pm. Home team listed first on the draw.

6. Scoresheets must be filled out before the start of each match. One sheet is required from each team. SCORESHEETS MUST HAVE SURNAMES INCLUDED AND BE LEGIBLE!!!

7. Teams can be made up of boys and girls or 4 boys or 4 girls.

8. Points will be awarded for each match won (eg 4-2 means the winner gets 4 points and the loser gets 2 points).

9. Abandonment of play due to weather or safety factors is to be decided by all attending supervisors. Points for matches not completed are divided between the 2 teams.

10. Points are awarded 3-3 for rained off ties. Scoresheets must still be posted in for rainoffs  to let the recorder know. Rained out ties will be played at the discretion of the management committee if needed to settle final order.

12. A team list of players in their order of ranking is to be sent to the recorder, due after the 

      second tie of the round.

13. Players may play in a higher grade but not in a lower grade.

14. If a team is 1 player short will they default that match but the tie can still proceed. The 

      opposing team must be informed on the Friday evening, advising which ranking is missing 

      so the opposite player of the same ranking will stand down. 

      If a team is 2 players short the team must default and the opposing team notified the

      previous evening and a result sheet sent to the recorder.
